non-EU students should apply for a multiple entry study visa at the Italian Consulate of reference (please refer to:
http://vistoperitalia.esteri.it/home/en). They must apply for and obtain their visa prior to their arrival in Italy. We suggest that students begin their
visa application process well in advance since it could take some time to obtain.

Universita Bocconi does not require international students to have health insurance to complete enrollment in the exchange
program. Nevertheless, all non-EU students must have health insurance coverage with international validity while studying in Italy in order to be
approved for the permit of stay. EU students are required to have the European Health Insurance Card (if in force) or a similar private insurance
policy with international validity to benefit from health service coverage.
